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Department of State Scholarship Analysis by Gender
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One hundred and eighteen (118) students are studying under the Department of State (DoS) scholarship program, out of which 91
(77.12%) are female and 27(22.88%) are male. The DoS scholarship plays a significant role in increasing the female ratio at AUK. Out of
743 students actively studying at AUK, 340 are female students, of which 26.7% of females are studying under the DoS scholarship
grant.
